ORTADOGU STRATEJIK ARASTIRMALAR MERKEZi

Tarihce

Tiirkiye'de eksikligi hissedilmeye baslayan Ortadogu arastirmalart konusunda kamuoyunun
ve dis politika cevrelerinin ithtiyaclarina yamit verebilmek amacwyla, 1 Ocak 2009 tarihinde Or-
tadogu Stratejik Arastirmalar Merkezi (ORSAM) kurulmustur. Kisa siirede yapilanan kurum,
calismalarum Ortadogu ozelinde yogunlastirmistir.

Ortadogu’ya Bakis

Ortadogu’nun i¢ ice ge¢mis bircok sorunu barindirdigi bir gercektir. Ancak, ne Ortadogu ne de
halklar, olumsuzluklarla ozdeslestirilmis bir imaja mahkum edilmemelidir. Ortadogu tilkeleri,
halklarindan aldiklar gii¢le ve i¢ dinamiklerini seferber ederek bariscil bir kalkinma seferber-
ligi baslatacak potansiyele sahiptir. Bolge halklarimin bir arada yasama iradesine, devletlerin
egemenlik halklarina, bireylerin temel hak ve hiirriyetlerine saygi, gerek tilkeler arasinda ge-
rek ulusal 6lcekte kalict barisin ve huzurun temin edilmesinin on sartidir. Ortadogu’daki sorun-
larin kavranmasinda adil ve gercekgi ¢coziimler iizerinde durulmasi, uzlasmac inisiyatifleri ce-
saretlendirecektir Sozkonusu cercevede, Tiirkiye, yakin cevresinde bélgesel istikrar ve refahin
kok salmas icin yapict katkilarim siirdiirmelidir. Cephelesen eksenlere dahil olmadan, taraflar
arasinda diyalogun tesisini kolaylastirmaya devam etmesi, tutarh ve uzlastirici politikalariyla
sagladigi uluslararasi destegi en etkili bicimde degerlendirebilmesi bolge devletlerinin ve halk-
larvun ortak menfaatidir.

Bir Diisiince Kurulusu Olarak ORSAM’1n Calismalari

ORSAM, Ortadogu algahimasina uygun olarak, uluslararasi politika konularimin daha saghkh
kavranmasi ve uygun pozisyonlarin alinabilmesi amaciwyla, kamuoyunu ve karar alma meka-
nizmalarina aydinlatict bilgiler sunar. Farklh hareket secenekleri iceren fikirler iiretir. Etkin
coziim onerileri olusturabilmek icin farkh disiplinlerden gelen, alanminda yetkin arastirmacila-
rin ve entelektiiellerin nitelikli cahsmalarum tesvik eder. ORSAM; bélgesel gelismeleri ve trend-
leri titizlikle irdeleyerek ilgililere ulastirabilen giiclii bir yayim kapasitesine sahiptir. ORSAM,
web sitesiyle, aylik Ortadogu Analiz ve alti aylik Ortadogu Etiitleri dergileriyle, analizleriyle,
raporlaryla ve kitaplaryla, ulusal ve uluslararas: olgekte Ortadogu literatiiriiniin gelisimi-
ni desteklemektedir. Bolge tilkelerinden devlet adamlarimn, biirokratlarin, akademisyenlerin,
stratejistlerin, gazetecilerin, isadamlarinin ve STK temsilcilerinin Tiirkiye'de konuk edilmesini
kolaylastirarak bilgi ve diisiincelerin gerek Tiirkiye gerek diinya kamuoyuyla paylasiimasim
saglamaktadir.

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TAKDIM

SSCB yikildiktan sonra haritaya adini yazdiran yeni cumhuriyetleri ilk taniyan tlkelerin
basinda hi¢ stiphesiz Turkiye gelmektedir. Tirkiye yalnizca Tirki cumhuriyetleri ile
degil, Rusya, Ukrayna, Glrcistan ve Belarus gibi devletlerle de isbirligi gelistirmistir.
Cografi olarak bolgeye yakin olmasi, Tirkiye'nin yeni pazarlar kesif strecinde isini
kolaylastirdigt gibi Turkiye'yi eski Sovyet tilkelerinden gelen turistlerin ¢ekim merkezi
hiline de getirmistir. Boylece Ttirkiye, cok kisa stirede eski Sovyet tlkeleri ile ticaret,
ekonomi, enerji, turizm gibi alanlarda isbirligi gelistirmistir. Tiirki cumhuriyetleriyle ise
ayrica kuiltiirel miinasebetler de hizla gelismektedir.

Elinizdeki bu raporda Tirkiye’nin eski Sovyet cumhuriyetleriyle miinasebetleri ele alin-
maktadir. Bu rapor Belarus Devlet Universitesi Uluslararast iliskiler Fakiiltesi'nde gorev
yapan Doc¢. Dr. Turarbekova Roza Maratovna tarafindan kaleme alinmistir. ORSAM
The Black Sea International'in bundan once yayimmladigi son iki rapor da yine Bela-
ruslu akdemisyenler tarafindan kaleme alinmusti. Bu ti¢ rapor, 6nceki yayinlarimizda
da belirttigimiz gibi ORSAM’in Belarus’taki ilmi miuesseselerle gelistirdigi isbirliginin
sonucudur.

Daha genis kitlelere hitap etmesi acisindan 6nceki raporlart oldugu gibi bu raporu da
ic dilde (Tiirkce, Rusca, Ingilizce) yaymmliyoruz. Bu raporlart yaymmlama siirecinde
desteklerini esirgemeyen Belarus Biytkelciligi'ne tesekkiirlerimizi sunuyor, raporlarin
Turkiye’'de buytk ilgiyle okunacagini timit ediyoruz.

CUMHURIYETLERIYLE
MUNASEBETLERININ OZELLIKLERI

Giris

Bu makalede Tiirkiye'nin eski Sovyet ilkele-
riyle miinasebetlerinin temel yonleri incelen-
mektedir. Makalede Tirkiye'nin basta Rusya
olmak tizere BDT {ilkeleriyle miinasebetleri
oldugu gibi Giiney Kafkasya ve Orta Asya
gibi bolgelerle yaptigi isbirligi de ayrintili bir
sekilde analiz edilmektedir. Yine bu ¢alismada
Tirkiye'nin Rusya, Ukrayna ve Giiney Kaf-
kasya tilkeleriyle miinasebetlerinin jeopolitik
yonleri ve Tirkiye'nin bolgesel giic merkezi
haline gelmesini 6ngéren Ankara’nin dis po-
litika konsepti ele alinmaktadir.

SSCB'nin ve ¢ift kutuplu diinya diizeninin y1-
kilisindan sonra uluslararast iligkiler sistemin-
de gerceklesen onemli degisiklikler, Soguk
Savag’a taraf olan bitiin tlkeleri, kendi ko-
numlarini gézden gecirmesine neden olmus-
tur. NATO iiyesi iilkeler, “Sosyalist” Dogu'da
ilerleme sansini elde etmislerdir. Bununla
birlikte ayn1 zamanda NATO’nun Miisliiman
Dogusu’'ndaki sadik miittefiki Tiirkiye ile ilgili
bir takim sorunlar yasanmaya baslanmistur.

Basta ABD olmak {izere Bat1 i¢in bir bakima
Tirkiye ile stratejik birlik ihtiyac1 kalmamuisti.
Zira Ankara'ya ozellikle Sovyetler Birligi ile
komsu olmasi stratejik agirlik kazandiriyordu.
Ancak Basra Korfezi ile Orta Dogu'daki bir
takim sorunlar daha ¢oziilmemistir. 1990'l1
yilarin baglarinda ABD’nin ¢dzemeyecegi
uluslararasi bir sorun yok gibiydi. Hazar ener-
ji kaynaklari ile ilgili yasanan rekabet ise ulus-

lararas1 miinasebetlerin bolgesel giindemini
degistirmistir. Cok ge¢cmeden Tiirkiye'nin
uluslararasi roliiniin artacagi anlasilmistir. Ve
bu gelisme de yine eski Sovyet cografyasi ile
yakindan ilgiliydi.

Tiirkiye'nin tutumu her zaman “sinirsi” olarak
nitelendirilmis ve Tiirkiye, Bat1 ile Dogu ara-
sindaki koprii olarak adlandirilmistir. 1990’lh
yilarin basininda Tiirkiye Cumhuriyetinin
eski Sovyet cografyasindaki (6zellikle de Orta
Asya ile Azerbaycan'da) imkénlar ile ilgili
¢ok sz sarf edilmistir. Uzman ve gozlemcile-
rin mensubiyetine gore konuyla ilgili timit ve
kaygilar dile getirilmistir. SSCB'nin yikilisin-
dan ve BDT’nin kurulusundan 20 yil ge¢mis-
tir. Dolayisiyla gliniimiizde Tirkiye'nin eski
Sovyet cumhuriyetleriyle gelistirdigi isbirligi
ile ilgili bir takim sonuglara varmak mim-
kiindiir.

1991-2011 tarihlerine ait Tirkiye'nin BDT
cografyasindaki faaliyetleri ile ilgili kaynaklar
analiz edildiginde en fazla igbirliginin ti¢ alan-
da (ticaret, enerji, Tirk dili alan1 ¢ergevesin-
deki isbirligi) gelistigi goriliir.

SSCB’nin yikilmasi ve Sovyet ekonomisinin
iflasi, muntazam buyiikliikte yeni bir pazarin
kapilarini agmustir. Tiirkiye aynen diger sinir
tilkeleri gibi bu gelismeleri, ticari amaglarina
ulasmak icin iyi bir imkéan olarak algilamistir.
Ancak Tirkiye'nin BDT alanindaki faaliyetle-
ri, ticaret ile sinirl degildi.
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“Sifir Sorun” Siyaseti

1990’l1 yillarda Ankara, Giiney Kafkasya ve
Orta Asya bolgelerinde kendisini bolgesel li-
der olarak goriiyordu. Tiirkiye'nin bu yaklasi-
myi, uluslararasi arenadaki konumunun zayif-
lamasindan rahatsiz olan Rusya'nin ¢ikarlari-
n1 tehdit ediyordu.

2000]i yillarin baglarinda hem Tiirkiye hem
de Rusyanin dis politikalarinda pragmatiz-
min artmasi dogrudan ABD’nin Orta Dogu
ve Orta Asya'ya “girmesi’yle baglantilidir.
ABD’nin Orta Dogu ve Orta Asya’ya miidaha-
le etmesi, Tiirkiye, Rusya, Hindistan, Brezilya
ve tabii ki de Cin gibi bolgesel merkezlerin
giiclenmesine yol agmistir.

Tirkiye'nin gozden gecirilmis dis politikasi
Disisleri Bakani Ahmet Davutoglu tarafindan
yeni dis politika doktrinine dahil edilmistir.
Davutoglu'na gore Tiirkiye'nin dis politikasi-
nin fikri temelinin, alt1 prensibi ve ii¢ ozelligi
mevcuttur. Disisleri Bakani’na gore dis politi-
kada ozgiirlik ile giivenlik arasinda balans iyi
ayarlanmali, “sifir sorun” siyaseti temelinde
komsu iilkelerle bolgesel isbirligi giiclendiril-
meli, karsilikli ekonomik baglilik temelinde
komsu iilkelerle aktif diplomasi yiiriitiilme-
lidir. Uluslararas: arenadaki temel oyuncu-
larla ise birbirlerini tanimlama temelinde
miinasebet gelistirmek ve sorunlarin ¢6ziimii
icin uluslararasi forumlarla yeni inisiyatif-
leri kullanmak gerekmektedir. Biitiin bun-
lar Tiirkiye’'nin “yeni yiizii’ni olusturacaktir.
Bu yondeki genel fikirlerin arkasinda aslinda
Tiirkiye'nin bolgesel liderlik icin ciddi talebi
yer almaktadir. Bu liderlik de Tiirkiye’yi 6miir
boyu siiren AB adayligindan bolgesel siyase-
tin merkezine donustiirebilecektir.

Tiirkiye-Rusya Miinasebetleri

Tirkiye’'nin en biiyiik bolgesel ortagi ve ayni
zamanda da rakibi, Rusya Federasyonu'dur.
Ahmet Davutoglu, Tiirk-Rus miinasebetlerini
sOyle yorumlamistir: “Rusya ile bizi hicbir so-
runun golge diisirmedigi komsuluk miinase-
betleri baglamaktadir... Biz Rusya’y1 essiz de-
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gerde bir ortak, 6nemli siiper gii¢ ve bolgesel
isbirligi acisindan da kilit durumundaki ortak
olarak goriiyoruz”™®

ikili miinasebetlerdeki en 6nemli gelismeler-
den biri de Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti Cumhur-
baskani Abdullah Giil'iin Subat 2009'da ger-
ceklestirdigi Rusya ziyareti olmustur. Ziyaret
sirasinda iki iilke lideri arasinda ortak dekla-
rasyon imzalanmis ve Yiiksek Isbirligi Konse-
yi olusturulmustur. Miinasebetlerin en yiik-
sek seviyede gelisiyor olmasi, tesadiif degildir.
Rusya Federasyonu, BDT iilkeleri igerisinde
Tirkiye'nin en biiyiik ticaret ortagidir (genel
olarak ikinci biiyiik ortagidir). Bu da hig siip-
hesiz aktif ticari ve ekonomik miinasebetlerin
sonucuydu. Ancak burada yalnizca nicel degil
niteliksel gostergeler de 6nem arz etmekte-
dir. Rusya Glimriigii'ne gore 2008 yilinda iki
tilke arasindaki ticaret hacmi 32.5 milyar do-
lar seviyesindeydi. Rusya’nin Tiirkiye’ye ihra-
cati, 18.3 milyar dolardi. Bunun yiizde 70’ini,
enerji kaynaklar1 olusturmustur. Tirkiye'nin
Rusya’ya ihracati, 14 milyar dolardi. Tarkiye
aleyhindeki acik ise bavul ticareti (yaklasik
3 milyar dolar) ve Rusya Federasyonu'ndan
Tiirkiye'ye gelen turistlerle (2 milyar dolar)
kapaniyordu® 2009 yilinda ticaret hacmin-
de disiis yasandiysa da 2010 yilinda yeniden
artmaya baslamistir. Nitekim 2010°da iki iilke
arasindaki ticaret hacmi, 25.3 milyar dolara
ulagsmustir.! Yasanan kiiresel ekonomik krize
ragmen taraflar 2015’te bu rakami 100 milya-
ra ¢ikarmay1 planlamaktadirlar.

Ancak yine de Tirkiye ile Rusya arasinda bir
takim goriis farkliliklar1 mevcuttur. Enerji
alanindaki isbirligine ragmen Rus uzmanlar
Tiirkiye'yi ortaktan ziyade rakip olarak gor-
meye devam ediyorlar. Ornegin Rus uzman-
lar, Tirkiye'yi Rusya devre disi birakilarak
Orta Asya kaynaklarinin ihracatinda 6nemli
rol oynayan bir iilke olarak goriiyorlar. Ger-
cekten de gerek hayata gecirilmis gerekse de
planlanan projeler, Tiirkiye'yi biiyiik transit
tilkesine dontistiirmeyi 6ngormektedir. Diger
taraftan Rusya ile Tiirkiye enerji alaninda da
birbirlerine bagiml iki tilke konumuna gel-

mektedirler. Tiirkiye, Almanya ve Italya'dan
sonra Rusyadan en fazla gaz ithal eden iilke-
dir. Rusya, Tirkiye'nin gaz ihtiyacinin yiizde
65-70’'ini karsilamaktadir. Tirkiye ile Rusya
ekonomilerinin bu derecede birbirine bagh
olmasi, dramatik goziikebilir. Ancak iste bu
baglar, her iki tarafin da ileri siirdiigii bazi ce-
kincelere ragmen iki tarafin da ¢ikarini goze-
ten kararlarin alinmasini saglayacaktur.

Bolgesel siyasette de ihtilaflh meseleler mev-
cuttur. Tirkiyenin Azerbaycan ile gelistir-
digi geleneksel kardeslik miinasebetleri ve
Ermenistan ile yasanan sorunlar, Rusya’nin
tutumunun tam tersidir. Ermenistan’in stra-
tejik ortagi olan Rusya, Azerbaycan ile de iyi
miinasebetler icerisindedir. Yine Rusya, Giir-
cistan ile sorun yasarken, Tiirkiye-Giircistan
miinasebetleri, cok yonlii gelismektedir. Boy-
lece Tiirk-Rus miinasebetlerinde hem ortak-
liktan hem de rekabetten bahsetmek mim-
kiindiir.

Tiirkiye-Ukrayna Miinasebetleri

BDT igerisinde Tiirkiye'nin Rusya'dan sonra
ikinci en biiyiik ortagi, Ukraynadir. Tiirkiye
de Ukrayna agisindan 6nem arz etmektedir.
2008 yilinda Tiirkiye-Ukrayna ticaret hacmi,
yaklasik 7 milyar dolardi. Ticaret hacmin-
de Tiirkiye'nin aleyhine ac¢ik s6z konusudur
(2 milyar dolar).? Resmi Turk istatistiklerine
gore 2009'da ticaret hacmi, 4 milyar dolar se-
viyesine gerilemis, 2010'da yeniden yiikselise
gecerek 5 milyar dolar seviyesine ¢ikmistir.?

Tirkiye-Ukrayna miinasebetlerinde de enerji
konusu yer almakta, ancak “hiikkiim siirme-
mektedir” Burada Hazar kaynaklarinin Rus-
ya devre dis1 birakilarak Bati'ya ulastirilmasi
s0z konusudur. Bu baglamda birkag proje 6n
plana ¢ikmaktadir ki, bunlarin bir kismi ha-
yata gecirilmistir. Bununla birlite Avrupada
Rusya’ya alternatifin olustugundan bahset-
mek miimkiin degildir. Ancak yine de enerji
kaynaklarinin Ukrayna {izerinden ihracat me-
selesi, Moskova'y1 kaygilandirmaktadir.

Tiirkiye-Ukrayna ittifaki bazen Rus siyasi ¢ev-
relerinde tehditkar faktor olarak algilanmak-
tadir. Bunun nedenlerinden biri de Ukrayna
siyasi ¢evrelerinin bir kisminin NATO'ya iiye-
ligi ciddi bir sekilde planlamalaridir. Ancak
bazi Rus uzmanlar Tiirkiye ile Ukrayna’nin
zamanla Avrupanin gida pazarinda rakip
hale gelecekleri fikrindedirler.* Aralik 2011'de
serbest ticaret anlagmasi ile vize rejiminin
kaldirilmasini 6ngdren anlagma imzalanmis-
tir. Stratejik Isbirligi Deklarasyonu, miinase-
betlerdeki en 6nemli belge olarak kalmaya
devam etmektedir. Yetkililerin resmi beya-
natlarina gore 2015te ticaret hacmi 20 milyar
dolar seviyesine ¢ikacaktir.

Tiirk-Rus isbirliginden farkl olarak Ukrayna-
Tiirkiye miinasebetleri gerek siyasi gerekse de
ekonomik alanda “sorunsuz” goriilmektedir.

Tiirkiye-Belarus Miinasebetleri

Belarus-Tiirkiye miinasebetleri bu kadar ba-
sarili degildir. Belaruslu uzmanlara gore Tiir-
kiye, Belarus'un 6nemli ticari-ekonomik or-
taklar1 arasina girmektedir. Ticaret hacmine
gore Tiirkiye, Belarus’un 15. biiyiik ticari or-
tagidir (BDT’ye iiye olmayanlar arasinda 11.
sirada yer almaktadir).

2011’de Belarus’un dis ticaretinde Tiirkiye'nin
payy, yizde 3.7 idi. Tirkiye Cumhuriyeti
Biiyiikelgiligi'nin istatistiklerine gore, 2008’de
iki tilke arasindaki ticaret hacmi, 266 milyon
dolardi. Belarus istatistigine gore ise bu ra-
kam daha fazlaydi: 320 milyon dolar.> Maale-
sef kiiresel mali kriz, iki tilke arasindaki ticari
miinasebetleri olumsuz etkilemistir. 2009°'da
ticaret ylizde 20 oraninda azalmis, 2010 yilin-
da da azalmaya devam etmektedir. Bu husus
ikili ekonomik miinasebetlerin gelismesi ve
saglamlastirilmasi konusunda ek c¢abalarin
sarfedilmesi gerektigini gostermistir. 2011°'de
ise Tiirkiye ile Belarus arasindaki ticaret hac-
mi, krizden 6nceki seviyenin de {izerine ¢1-
karak 500 milyon dolara ulagsmistir.® Tiirk
yatirimcilarinin aktif faaliyetleri bu baglamda
ornek teskil edebilir. Bu da Tiirk siyasetci ve
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isadamlarinin Belarus’a olan ilgisinin devam
ettigini gostermektedir.

Tiirkiye ve Giiney Kafkasya

Giliney Kafkasya, Tiirk cikarlarinin 6zel bir
alanini olusturmaktadir. Ekim 2009'da Tiir-
kiye ile Ermenistan arasinda diplomatik
miinasebetlerin tesis edilecegine dair diin-
ya basininda c¢ikan haberler, ¢cok iyimserdi.”
iki iilke arasindaki tarihi ve giincel sorunlar,
gerek basin gerekse de uzmanlar tarafindan
konusulmustur. Burada sunu da belirtmek
gerekmektedir ki, Ermenistan-Tirkiye siniri-
nin acgilmasi, bolgesel ticaretin gelisimini ve
enerji de dahil olmak {izere bolgesel projele-
rin gergeklestirilmesini saglayacaktir. 2008'de
Tirkiye'den vyapilan ithalat, Ermenistan’in
biitiin dis ortaklari arasinda dordiincii sira-
da olup, Ermenistan’in ihracatinin tamami-
nin yiizde 6.1 oranindaydi. Bolgesel ticaretin
azalmasiyla birlikte 2011’de Ermenistan’in ih-
racatinda Tirkiye'nin yeri, yedincilige gerile-
mistir.®

Zirih'te imzalanan iki protokole ragmen
ABD'nin arabuluculugunda Ermenistan ile
Tiirkiye arasindaki barisma siireci siirdiirii-
lememistir. Ermenistan Anayasa Mahkeme-
si, protokollere karsi ¢ikmis, Tiirk yetkilileri
de yakinlagsma siyasetinden vazgec¢mislerdir.
Ulke igerisinde hiikiimetin elestirilmesi ve
halkin Azerbaycana sempati duymas: gibi
hususlar, Tiirkiye'nin Ermenistana karsi da
“sifir sorun” siyasetini devam ettirmesini en-
gellemistir.

Bakii ile Ankara arasindaki “6zel” miinase-
betler de daha ¢ok siyasi nitelik tasimaktadir.
Tiirkiye, Azerbaycan'in toprak biitiinligiinii
savunmaktadir. Azerbaycan ise Tiirkiye'ye
tartismali meselelerde (soykirim iddiasi, Kib-
ris meselesi) destek vermektedir. Ermenistan
ile miinasebetleri diizeltme cabasi basarisiz-
likla sonuglaninca ve bu siire¢, Azerbaycan
tarafindan elestirilince “kardes” ilkeler ara-
sinda giivenin tazelenmesi ihtiyaci ortaya ¢ik-
mustir. 2010 yilinda Stratejik Ortaklik ve Kar-
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silikli Yardimlagsma Anlasmasi imzalanmuistir.
Bu anlagma fiilen Azerbaycanin bagimsizligi
tehdit edildiginde Tiirkiye'nin askeri ve si-
yasi destek vermesini ongormektedir. Bazi
uzmanlar bu anlagmayi, 2008’de vuku bulan
Rusya-Giircistan savasinin sonucu olarak ni-
telendiriyorlar.” Ancak goriinen o ki, asil Zii-
rih’teki protokoller, Bakii'niin siyasi ve askeri
ittifakin kurulmasi konusundaki 1srarin sebe-
bi olmustur.

Ankara, Bakii'niin 6nemli ticari ortaklarin-
dan biridir. 2008'de Tiirkiye'den ithalat, top-
lam ithalatin ytizde 11.3’tint teskil etmistir
(Rusya'dan (yiizde 18.8) sonra ikinci sirada).
2011°de Tiirkiye ile Azerbaycan arasindaki
ticaret hacmi, 3.5 milyar dolara ulagmistir.”
Enerji alanindaki isbirligi ise Bakii-Tiflis-
Ceyhan projesi cercevesinde gelismektedir.
Ayrica Azerbaycan, Tiirk dili alanina dahildir
ki, bu faktor, diplomatik miinasebetlerin tesi-
sinde 6nemli rol oynamustir. Miinasebetlerde
“romantizm”in yerini “pragmatizm” almistir.
Ancak yine de Tiirki devletler arasindaki is-
birliginin arttigini unutmamak gerekmekte-
dir. Bolgesellesme siireglerini de goz oniinde
tutarak Tirk cumhuriyetlerinin liderleri, git-
tikce bolgesel isbirligine daha fazla 6nem ver-
meye baslamislardir.

Tiirkiye'nin bolgedeki bir bagka 6nemli orta-
g1 da Giircistan'dir. 2008 y1li istatistiklerinde
Gircistanin gerek ihracatinda (yiizde 16.9)
gerekse de ithalatinda (yiizde 14.9) Turkiye
birinci sirada yer almaktadir. Ticaretin azal-
dig1 giinlerde dahi Tiirkiye'nin liderligi devam
etmistir.! Ticaret hacminde Giircistanin
“transit konumu”’na 6nemli pay diismektedir.

Genel olarak Giiney Kafkasya, Tiirkiye'nin
dogrudan ¢ikarlarinin oldugu ve daima dik-
katlerin yonlendirilmis olmasi gereken bir
bolge olarak degerlendirilmektedir.

Tiirkiye ve Orta Asya

Daha 1990’l yillarin basinda Orta Asya, Tiir-
kiye tarafindan basar1 elde edebilecegi bolge-
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lerden biri olarak nitelendirilmistir. Ankara,
eski Sovyet cumhuriyetlerinin bagimsizhigi-
n1 tantyan ilk Misliman iilkedir. Dolayisiyla
Tiirkiye, aynen Azerbaycan ile oldugu gibi bu
cumhuriyetlerle de 6zel miinasebetler tesis
edilecegi konusunda tmitliydi. Bunun icin
yeterince dayanak da vardi: ortak dil ve kiil-
tir, layik rejimler, devlet ve ekonomilerin insa
siirecinde 6rnek tilkeye duyulan ihtiyag. Orta
Asya iilkeleri icin Tiirk modeli ¢cok uygun go-
riiniiyordu. Orta Asya ilkeleri ile Kazakistan
icin, Turkiyenin NATO iyesi ve ABD’nin
stratejik ortag1 olmasi da biiyiik 6nem arz edi-
yordu. Ankara, Bat1ile yeni Orta Asya tilkeleri
arasinda arabulucu / képrii rolii de oynayabi-
lirdi.

Ancak bu beklentilerin bir kisminin bastan
beri abartilmis oldugu ortaya ¢cikmistir. Bunu
gerek Rus gerekse de Orta Asyali uzmanlar
ileri siirmektedir. Orta Asya iilkeleri, mali
ve ekonomik yardima o kadar ihtiya¢ duyu-
yorlard: ki, Tiirkiye bu ihtiyac1 karsilayacak
durumda degildi. Kigiik ve orta olgekli is-
letmelere yapilan Tiirk yatirimi hi¢ stiphesiz
kiigciimsenemez. Ancak Orta Asya iilkelerinin
ekonomilerinde 6nemli rol oynayan biiyiik
sanayi miesseseleri, kapanmistir. Hazar yer
alt1 kaynaklari, Bati sirketlerinin ilgisini ¢ekse
de arabulucu rolii pek basarili olmamaistir.

Tiirkiye'nin elde ettigi basarilar1 da ele almak
gerekmektedir. Ankara’nin destegiyle Orta
Asya iilkeleri, bir¢ok siyasi ve ekonomik 6r-
giite iiye olmuslardir: AGIT, KEIO, IKO. Tiir-
kiye, camhuriyetlerin NATO’nun “Baris I¢in
Isbirligi” programina dahil edilmesinde de
onemli rol oynamistir. Ankara, Diinya Ban-
kasi, Asya Gelisim Bankasi, Uluslararasi Para
Fonu gibi kurumlarin Orta Asya’ya girmele-
rine yardimci olmustur. Uluslararast Davos
forumlarinda Tirki devletlerinin liderlerinin
goriismeleri de gelenek héline gelmistir.

1992 yilinda ekonomi, kiiltiir, teknik alan-
larindaki isbirliginden sorumlu olan TIKA
kurulmustur. Uzmanlarin belirttigine gore
Tirkiye, Tirk halklarinin yasadigi cografyada

kendi etki alanini olusturmaktan vazgec¢mis
ve siyasetini TIKA'nin faaliyetleri cercevesin-
de sosyal ve egitim alanlardaki programlarla
sinirlandirmistur.

Son iki yilda Tiirkiye ile Tirkmenistan ara-
sindaki miinasebetler ¢ok hizli gelismekte-
dir. 2011'de iki iilke arasindaki ticaret hac-
mi, 3.6 milyar dolara seviyesine ¢ikmistir.
Tirkiye- Tirkmenistan miinasebetlerinde
enerji isbirligi 6n plana ¢ikmaktadir. Ayrica
Tirkmenistan'da 600 Tiirk firmas: faaliyet
gostermekte, toplam 16 milyar dolar dege-
rindeki 1300 ortak proje tizerinde ¢alismalar
yuritilmektedir.'

Kazakistan da Tirkiye'nin 6nemli ticari or-
taklarindan biridir. Tiirkiye'ye yapilan ihra-
cat, lilkenin toplam ihracatinin yiizde 4.1
oranindayd (8. sirada). 2011 yilinda iki tilke
arasindaki ticaret hacmi, 3.3. milyar dolard."?
Bolgenin tek Tiirk cumhuriyeti olmayan Ta-
cikistan i¢in de Tiirkiye 6nemli bir ortaktir.
Tiirkiye'den yapilan ithalat, toplam ithalatin
yiizde 26.5'ini olusturmaktadir (2. sira).

Tirkiye’nin Orta Asya iilkeleriyle miinasebet-
leri, ortaklik seviyesinde gelismekte ve biiyiik
potansiyele sahiptir. Tiirkiye ozellikle ticari
ve kiiltiirel alanlardaki isbirliginde 6nem-
li rol oynamaktadir. Kiiresel siyasette Orta
Asya’nin 6neminin artmasi, Tirkiye’yi ikinci
plana itmis, ancak Ankara kendi ¢ikarlarini
aktif ve bitylik bir ¢abayla gozetmeye devam
etmektedir.

Sonucg

Tiirkiye’'nin BDT politikasinin temelinde tica-
ret ve enerji alanlarindaki isgbirligi yatmakta-
dir. Tartigmali meseleler, catisma niteliginde
olmayip rekabet karakteri icermektedir. Er-
menistan ile miinasebetlerin iyilestirme ca-
basi da bunun gostergelerinden biridir. Orta
vadede Tirkiye-Ukrayna ve Tirkiye-Tiirk-
menistan miinasebetleri biiyiik potansiyele
sahiptir. Tiirk-Rus miinasebetleri de iyi kom-
suluk miinasebetleri cercevesinde gelismeye
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devam edecektir. Stratejik ortakliktan ise an- ise daha aktif hale getirilmelidir. Zira taraflar
cak Giiney Kafkasya konusunda tam olarak karsilikli olarak bunu istemekte, ancak sonug-
anlagmaya varildig takdirde s6z etmek miim- lar ¢cok miitevazi kalmaktadir.

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’THE PECULIARITIES OF TURKEY'S
FOREIGN POLICY TOWARDS
THE POST-SOVIET STATES

Introduction

The article examines the main directions
of Turkey’s foreign policy in the Post-Soviet
area. It presents the comparative analysis of
Turkey’s relations both with the CIS states
separately (Russia in particular) and with the
regions in general (the South Caucasus and
Central Asia as an example). The article also
examines the geopolitical aspects of Turkey’s
relations with Russia, the Ukraine and the
South Caucasus, as well as Ankara’s policy in
the context of changes in its foreign-policy
doctrine, which implicates the reinforcement
of Turkey as a regional power centre.

Cardinal changes in the system of interna-
tional relations after the collapse of the Soviet
Union and the bipolar world order in general
forced all the participants of the Cold War to
reassess their positions. The member-states
of NATO faced the new opportunities of ad-
vancement in the “socialistic” East. However,
a number of questions connected with Tur-
key, the NATO’s faithful ally in the Muslim
East, arose at the same time.

In a sense the emergency of the strategic alli-
ance between the West (the USA in particu-
lar) and this state was dismissed. It was the
borderline with the USSR which had been
giving Ankara its special influence. However,
some questions remained, such as the Persian
Gulf situation and the Middle East peace set-
tlement. But at the beginning of the 1990s any
international problem seemed to be up to the
USA’s might. The pother about the energy re-

sources of the Caspian Sea changed the whole
regional agenda. Very soon it became obvious
that the international role of Turkey started
to strengthen, which was also connected with
the Post-Soviet area.

The position of Turkey was always described
as a “borderline” As a rule, analogies were
drawn to a “bridge” between the West and the
East. At the beginning of the 1990s a lot of
articles covered the possibilities of Turkey’s
influence in the Post-Soviet area, especially
in its Turkic-speaking parts (Central Asia and
Azerbaijan). Hopes and fears were expressed
depending on the positions represented by
observers and analysts. Today, 20 years after
the collapse of the USSR and the establish-
ment of the CIS, we can sum up to a certain
extent the development of relations between
Turkey and Post-Soviet states.

While reviewing the materials on the foreign
policy and the external economic activities
of Turkey in the CIS from 1991 to 2011, we
can mark out three spheres that have gained
the biggest development and widest response:
trade, energy and cooperation within the Tur-
kic language area.

The disintegration of the Soviet Union and
the collapse of Soviet economy contributed
to getting into a large market of former Soviet
republics. Turkey, as well as other borderline
states, saw in it a great opportunity for achiev-
ing its own trade interests. However, the de-
velopment of trade was not the only way of
Turkey’s advancement in the CIS area.
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A Policy of “Zero Problems”

In the 1990s Ankara was seriously consid-
ering itself to be the regional leader for the
South Caucasus and Central Asian states. It
was evident that such aspirations highly con-
tradicted the interests of Russia, which was
greatly suffering from the decrease of its real
international position.

An the beginning of the 2000s the strengthen-
ing of pragmatic lines both in Turkey and Rus-
sia’s foreign policies was determined by the
USA’s straight “entering” the Middle East and
Central Asia. The raise of discontent caused
by Washington’s straightforward interference
into the international relations in the Middle
East and Central Asia was favorable for rein-
forcement of a number of regional power cen-
tres, such as Turkey, Russia, India, Brazil and,
undoubtedly, China.

The reconsideration of Turkey’s foreign policy
has been designed into a new doctrine stated
by the Foreign Minister Ahmet Davutoglu.
In his opinion, the ideological foundation of
Turkey’s foreign policy is based on six prin-
ciples and has three special features. In par-
ticular, the Minister believes that in the coun-
try’s foreign policy it is necessary to estimate
the balance between freedom and security, to
strengthen regional cooperation on the basis
of a policy of “zero problems” in its neigh-
borhood, to conduct an effective diplomacy
towards neighboring regions on the grounds
of intensified economic interrelation. It is
necessary to work with main world players
on the basis of mutual complement, to use
international forums and new international
initiatives effectively in order to solve existing
problems. All this is believed to help in creat-
ing a “new perception of Turkey”.

Such general ideas have a serious claim for
regional leadership in their background. The
claimed position is thought to transform Tur-
key from an “eternal candidate for the EU
membership” into the real center of regional
politics.

THE BLACK SEA INTERNATIONAL
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Turkey Russia Relations

Russia still remains Turkey’s most important
regional partner and rival. While describing
Turkey-Russia relations, Ahmet Davutoglu
wrote, “Turkey has exemplary good neigh-
borly relations with Russia, and there are
currently no bilateral problems between our
countries... Turkey views Russia as an invalu-
able partner, an important global power and a
key player in terms of regional cooperation.™®

One of the most important events in bilateral
relations was the state visit of A. Gul, Presi-
dent of the Republic of Turkey, to the Russian
Federation in February, 2009. During the visit
the heads of two states signed a Joint Declara-
tion and established the Supreme Council of
Cooperation. Such a level of political interac-
tion is not accidental. For Turkey, the Russian
Federation is remaining to be the largest trade
partner among the CIS states (the 2nd among
its foreign-trade partners). This is the result of
intensive bilateral trade and economic coop-
eration. However, our interest lies not only in
quantitative but qualitative adjectives as well.
According to the reports of Russian custom
services, in 2008 total turnover made up to
22.5 bln USD. Russia’s exports to Turkey were
18.3 bln USD, 70 % of which was the share of
energy resources selling. Turkey’s imports to
Russian Federation were 14 bln USD (equip-
ment, transport, textile, foodstuffs). Negative
trade balance was compensated by shuttle
trade (about 3 bln USD) and Russian tour-
ists (2 bln USD).® A considerable decrease in
turnover, noted by experts in 2009, started
to be compensated in 2010. In particular, ac-
cording to Russian Custom Office, Russia’s
turnover with Turkey made up to 25.3 bln
USD.! In spite of consequences of the world
financial and economic crisis, both parts are
planning to bring their general turnover up to
100 bln USD by 2015.

However, there are still a number of questions,
on which Turkey and Russia disagree. Despite
the cooperation in energy sphere, Russian ex-
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perts continue to view Turkey more as a rival
than a partner. In particular, it is a common
opinion that Turkey organizes the export of
Central Asian mineral resources bypassing
Russia. Indeed, many completed and planned
projects are aimed at turning Turkey into a
large transit state. It is also noted that the en-
ergy and trade interrelation between Turkey
and Russia is increasing at the moment. For
the Russian Federation Turkey is the third
natural gas consumer after Germany and Ita-
ly, Russia supplies to the southern partner up
to 60 — 70 % of its gas needs. Such a close link-
age between Russia and Turkey’s economies
may seem to be dramatic, but obviously it
may become a reason for searching mutually
acceptable decisions, despite the concerns of
both parts.

There are also some disputable issues in the
sphere of regional politics. Traditionally Tur-
key’s fraternal relations with Azerbaijan and
tense relations with Armenia are contrast-
ing to Russia’s relevant position. Russia is the
strategic partner of Armenia and it main-
tains good relations with Azerbaijan as well.
Disputable questions between Georgia and
Russia in their turn are contrasting to good-
neighborly ties between Turkey and Georgia.
Thus we can conclude that the relations be-
tween Turkey and Russia are distinctive for
both partnership and competitiveness.

Turkey Ukraine Relations

Turkey’s second large economic partner in
the CIS is the Ukraine. For the latter Turkey
is a very important counterpart. In 2008 total
turnover between the two states made up to
about 7 bln USD. The relations between Kiev
and Ankara are much more balanced in terms
of trade. The Ukraine has the trade advantage
of 2 bln USD, but all the exchange counts for
finished goods.? According to Turkey’s of-
ficial reports, trade decreased to 4 bln USD
in 2009, with a considerable increase to 5 bln
USD in 2010.2

Energy sector also exists, but does not prevail.
It is all about the possibilities of Caspian oil
and gas transit bypassing Russia’s territory.
There is the number of related projects, some
of which have already been implemented, but
we still can not talk about a serious counter-
balance to Russia’s superiority in energy sup-
ply to Europe. Nevertheless, the problem of
energy resources transit via the territory of
Turkey definitely worries Moscow.

The alliance between Turkey and the Ukraine
is sometimes seen in Russian political circles
as a threatening factor. Apart from that, a part
of the Ukrainian political elite seriously con-
siders the question of joining NATO. Howev-
er, some Russian analysts believe that in some
time Turkey and the Ukraine will start to
compete at European food market.* It is im-
portant to note that the long discussed agree-
ment on free trade was finally signed in De-
cember 2011, together with the agreement on
visa abolition. The most important document
here is still the Declaration of strategic part-
nership. Both parts believe officially that bi-
lateral trade between Turkey and the Ukraine
will amount up to 20 bln USD by 2015.

Unlike the relations between Turkey and
Russia, the cooperation of Kiev and Ankara
seems to be unclouded both in political and
economic aspects.

Turkey Belarus Relations

The progress in trade between Belarus and
Turkey looks far more modest. In Belarusian
experts view, for Belarus Turkey is one of its
important trade and economic partners. In
terms of total trade turnover it ranks 15th on
the general list of countries with which Be-
larus carries out foreign trade transactions,
and 11th among the states which are not the
members of the CIS.

Last year Turkey’s share in total trading vol-
ume of Belarus was 3.7 %. According to the
statistics provided by the Embassy of Turkey,
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in 2008 bilateral trade turnover exceeded 266
mln USD. Belarusian statistics gives even
more significant figures: more than 320 mln
USD.> Unfortunately, the consequences of fi-
nancial and economic crisis have seriously af-
fected trade links between the two countries.
There was a 20 % trade decrease in 2009 and
it continued to decline in 2010, which rose a
question of putting additional efforts in order
to strengthen and develop bilateral economic
relations. In 2011 trade turnover between Be-
larus and Turkey exceeded the rates before
the crisis, making up to 500 mln USD.® Tur-
key’s investment activities in Belarus is a good
example of this tendency, which confirms that
Turkish politicians are interested in Belarus.

Turkey and South Caucasus

The region is a special area of Turkey’s inter-
ests. In October 2009 the world media an-
nouncements about establishing diplomatic
relations by Turkey and Armenia sounded
rather optimistic.” Long-standing and pres-
ent-day problems of bilateral relations were
often discussed by the press and the expert
society. Here we would like to note that the
opening of borders between Armenia and
Turkey will favor the development of regional
trade and the implementation of infrastruc-
ture projects, probably including those re-
lated to energy sphere. In 2008 in terms of
imports Turkey rated the 4th among Arme-
nia’s foreign trade partners, adding up to 6.1
% of Turkey’s exports. Following the decrease
of regional trade Turkey’s rate in Armenia’s
exports moved down to the 7th (4.8 % of im-
ports) in 2011.8

Despite the optimism caused by signing
two protocols between Turkey and Armenia
through the USA mediation in Ziirich, the
reconciliation process was not resumed. The
Constitutional Court of Armenia raised some
questions about these documents. As a result
today we are observing the “rollback” of Tur-
key’s foreign policy to its former positions.
Criticism against the government inside the
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country and Turkish sympathizing with Azer-
baijan became serious inner obstacles for
pursuing a policy of “zero problems” towards
Armenia.

“Special” relations between Baku and Ankara
are very much of political nature. Turkey sup-
ports Azerbaijan in the issue of its territorial
integrity, Azerbaijan in its turn supports Tur-
key in some disputable international issues
(the genocide against the Armenians, the Cy-
prus question). After an unsuccessful attempt
to normalize relations with Armenia followed
by serious criticism from Azerbaijan, Turkey
faced the need to restore the atmosphere of
trust with a “fraternal” nation. In 2010 the
Agreement on strategic partnership and mu-
tual aid was signed, in fact as a guarantee of
Turkey’s military and political aid in case of
any thread to Azerbaijan’s independence.
Some analysts® incline to regard this as a re-
sult of the conflict between Russia and Geor-
gia in 2008. However, it is quite obvious that
it was Ziirich protocols signed in October of
2008 that became the reason for Baku’s per-
sistence in arranging its military and political
alliance with Ankara.

For Baku Ankara is also an important trade
partner. In particular, imports from Turkey
made up to 11.3 % in 2008, which is the 2nd
rate after the Russian Federation (18.8 %).
In 2011 trade turnover between Turkey and
Azerbaijan reached 3.5 bln USD." The ener-
gy cooperation between the two countries is
being implemented through a multinational
project of oil transit “Baku-Tbilisi-Ceyhan”
Apart from this, Azerbaijan is a part of the
Turkic language area. This factor played an
important role at the beginning of establish-
ing diplomatic relations. Later the age of “ro-
manticism” was replaced by more pragmatic
time, but we still should not underestimate
the attempts of consolidation made by Tur-
kic states. Taking into consideration boost-
ing regionalization processes, heads of Turkic
states began to show more initiative in re-
gional cooperation. Turkey’s most important
partner in the South Caucasus is Georgia. For
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Thilisi Ankara rates the first both in export
(16.9 %) and import (14.9 %) operations ac-
cording to the datum of 2008. This leadership
remained even under the conditions of eco-
nomic decline: in 2010 Georgia’s exports to
Turkey added up to 14 %, imports - 15 %."
The lion’s share of it goes to transit. Al in all,
the South Caucasus is seen as the region of
Turkey’s direct interests and requires its con-
stant attention.

Turkey and Central Asia

Central Asia was seen as a region where Tur-
key could make serious progress from as far
back as the beginning of the 1990s. Turkey
was the first among Muslim countries to rec-
ognize the independence of former Soviet re-
publics and it expected to establish the same
“special relations” with them as it had with
Azerbaijan. For this Ankara had a number
of reasons, such as resemblance of languag-
es and cultures, secular regimes, the need to
find a guideline for economy and state build-
ing. Turkey’s model seemed to be quite ac-
ceptable. But the fact that Turkey was the
USA’s strategic partner and a member-state
of NATO became the trump card for Central
Asia and Kazakhstan. Ankara could work as a
mediator between the West and New Central
Asia.

However, some of those expectations turned
out to be rather exaggerated, which is noted
by both experts in Central Asia and experts
in Russia. General financial and economic aid
was required in such a considerable size that
Turkey was unable to provide. In spite of the
fact that Turkey’s funds were significant for
raising small and medium-sized businesses,
large industrial plants which had played the
leading role in the economy of Central Asian
republics, were practically put on ice. Caspian
mineral resources at once attracted the atten-
tion of Western companies, but their media-
tory role was not very successful.

It is also necessary to mention the progress
which Turkey managed to make in the region.

With Ankara’s assistance Turkic republics
were included into regional economic and
political associations, such as the OSCE, the
Organization of Economic Cooperation, the
Black Sea Economic Cooperation, the Islamic
Conference Organization. Turkey played an
important role in Central Asian republics’
joining the NATO program “Partnership for
Peace”. Ankara also favored the penetration
of international financial institutions into
these states (WMF, World Bank, Asian Bank
of Development). Meetings between Turkey’s
and Central Asian leaders at the international
economic forum in Davos became a tradition.

In 1992 the Agency of Turkic cooperation and
development (TIKA), engaged in economic,
cultural and technical cooperation, as well as
the Center of Culture and Arts were opened
under the MFA of Turkey. Experts state that
Turkey gradually has refused to create its own
influence zone on the territory inhabited by
Turkic peoples and has limited its activities to
implementing educational programs within
TIKA. All this allows us to speak about the
creation of Ankara’s humanitarian influence
sphere.

During the last two years relations between
Turkey and Turkmenistan were developing
most intensively. In particular, in 2011 their
trade turnover increased to 3.6 bln USD,
speaking mainly of energy cooperation. Apart
from this, there are 600 Turkish companies
and 1300 joint projects with the total value of
16 bln USD in Turkmenistan.'*

Speaking of trade cooperation in Central Asia
in general, it should be noted that Kazakh-
stan remains an important regional partner:
in 2008 exports from Kazakhstan to Turkey
amounted to 4.1 % (rating the 8th). In general,
bilateral trade turnover in 2011 was 3.3 bln
USD." For Tajikistan (the only non-Turkic
republic in Central Asia) Turkey is important
mainly in terms of trade, because Turkey’s ex-
ports in the country make up to 26.5 % (rating
the 2nd ).
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Turkey’s relations with Central Asian states
are of partnership type, they are gradually
developing and have a big potential. Turkey’s
role in trade and cultural cooperation is par-
ticularly important. Central Asia’s raising sig-
nificance in global politics has driven Turkey
back to the sidelines, but Ankara is still per-
sistently and actively advancing its own inter-
ests in the region.

Conclusion

Turkey’s policy in the CIS is distinctive for a
high level of trade relations and close inter-
state cooperation in energy sphere. Its prob-
lematic aspects can be described as competi-
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tive but not conflict. This fact is being declared
even by the attempt of Turkey to normalize
bilateral relations with Armenia. In the me-
dium term the largest potential will be shown
by Turkish-Ukrainian and Turkish-Turkmen
relations. Turkish-Russian relations in gener-
al are characterized as good-neighborly, but
the strategic partnership between Ankara and
Moscow will become possible only in case of
reaching total mutual trust in the South Cau-
casus.

There is a need for activation of the relations
between Turkey and Belarus. Both countries
obviously have mutual interest but the results
of their cooperation are still quite modest.
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
